
Saturday Cruise  -  17th Sept 2011 
The Saturday cruise will commence from McLaren Vale 
Visitor Information Centre at 10:30am and finish at Warland 
Reserve Victor Harbor for lunch.  Rock n Roll bands will 
be performing on Warland Reserve, Victor Harbor during 
the day.  All maps and further advice will be available from 
the starting location on the day.  Late entrants will be 
considered.  Make sure you check out the program for the 
evening functions in the town on Saturday night.  

All entrants must display their vehicle numbers whilst on 
the cruise.

Saturday Night Dinner  - 17th Sept 2011
Dinner will be held from 6:30pm at the Historic Motor 
Vehicle Clubrooms,  Jolly Street, Victor Harbor.  The cost is 
$29.00 per head which includes three course dinner, glass 
of wine, rock’n roll DJ. Payable prior to the event - see 
separate entry form. 

Sunday Festivities  -  18th Sept 2011
We require that all cars be parked in place by 10:00am 
and not leave until 5pm, unless authorised by festival 
organisers.  

All areas around the festival will be reduced to 25km per hour 
(this will be policed).  All directions from festival marshals MUST 
be followed.  There is to be no glass or alcohol brought onto the 
Reserve or around the festival area.  Entrants must display vehicle 
sticker to ensure efficient processing on the day.  

Early Bird
All vehicle registrations received prior to the 19th August 
2011 will be eligible for a new discounted entry fee of $5 
per vehicle.  Make sure you get your entry in early to help 
our festival team.

Late Entrants
Late entrants will be accepted on the day - $10 per 
vehicle. Parking locations cannot be assured for late 
entrants, however the festival marshals will do their best to 
accommodate cars that are considered suitable. 

Criteria
Being a Rock n Roll Festival, the organisers are keen to 
have vehicles present that reflect the Rock n Roll era.  The 
age limit of pre ‘71 has been placed on vehicles attending 
the festival.  Special applications can be made by owners 
with vehicles considered suitable that however do not 
comply with pre ‘71.  Applicants will need to send a picture 
of vehicle and full details for consideration.  The organisers 
reserve the right at all times to accept or reject entries.

Motorbikes
On Sunday, a free area has been allocated at the festival 
for motorbikes.  This area has been allocated for Old 
Customs, Choppers and Classics.  Motorbikes must arrive 
by 11:00am to receive the free park.

Trophies
The judging of vehicles will be considered under a series 
of categories.  These include Toop & Toop Rock n Roll 
Festival Grand Champion (entrants choice) and trophies for 
the top 10 vehicles. Other trophies many be added to this 
list. Trophies will be presented at approximately 2:45pm 
on the main stage on the day, check times.  Please ensure 
your presence and your mobile switched on!
